Rockingham County Animal Shelter Statistics 

The Rockingham County Animal Shelter opened in May with Kevin Baughn as the shelter director.  In just 6 months 

time, the shelter saw over 3000 animals pass through its doors.  That was the same number that the old ñshelterò in 

Reidsville saw for the entire year in 2010.  While the euthanasia rate at the new shelter was vastly improved from what 

the old one had, it does show that the citizens of our county need to do better.  The shelter staff and APSRC can try to 

help with adoption fairs and sending animals to rescue groups when possible but the bottom line is that these animals 

are here because too many people do not spay and neuter their pets.  The shelter will be offering to the public low cost 

spay/neuter shuttles to a clinic in Greensboro beginning in January 2012. The shelter still plans to have low cost 

spay/neuter conducted at its own facility sometime in the future.  Controlling the animal population is the only way to 

effectively reduce the number of animals who die every day in shelters across our state.
